Highways:  NYCC Highways were contacted regarding overnight parking in 
Coneygarth Way.  The reply stated that if the Highways Authority introduced waiting 
restrictions (yellow lines) this would restrict parking at all times of the day and is not 
considered appropriate as this would lead to parking being displaced to other areas, 
possibly Leases Road.  Any obstruction of access or free passage can be dealt with by 
the Police.

Allotments:  Letters requesting allotment rent annual payment has been sent out.

3 allotment plot holders will not be asked to renew their rent due to the plots not being cultivated.
16.      Persimmon Site:  The Clerk informed the Council that HDC Legal Department handling the transfer of the land at Ascough Wynd had been in contact.  Since the transfer had taken many years it was suggested by HDC that a sum of money be requested from the developers to update or repair the play equipment.  This was discussed and it was decided to agree with this suggestion but making sure the amount fully covered the cost of this and that we received this money at the same time as the transfer money already held by HDC. 

17:   Community Governance Review:  This was discussed and it was agreed by all Councillors present that their preferred option is to support the status quo.

A report to support this will be sent to HDC Legal Department.  The majority of Councillors agreed with the content of the report. One Councillor did not agree with some of the comments.
