The Council informed the gentleman that both the Parish Council and his District Councillors had supported his objections to the application and the only way forward is to complain to HDC and the Ombudsman.  The Council was informed this was already in place.

Finance:

The monthly accounts were read, agreed by all Councillors present and signed by the Chairman.

The Clerk informed the Council that the Precept for the following year had to be discussed and decided on by November latest.
17.
A review of the Council Standing Orders took place.  The Clerk requested that any items for the following Agenda be submitted 10 days before the meeting It was also decided that non statutory bodies must submit their report by email to the Clerk 10 days before the council meeting which can then be forwarded to all Councillors for their information.  Should any questions arise from the report these will be put to the representative at the meeting. Clerk to action.

Urgent Parish Matter:  At the Meeting on 22 June 2016 it was proposed and agreed by 
all members present that a Loan of £6,000 would be given to Hunton Parish Council for


a short period.  As the Parish has now requested this loan it was decided to go ahead 


once their formal request has been received.  The period of the loan and any possible


interest was also discussed and it was decided that the loan would be given interest 


free until 31 March 2017.  If the period extends this interest would be charged at 0.5% 
above base rate per month, tracking the Bank of England Base Rate currently at 0.25%


Actual interest, assuming the rate does not change, is 0.75% per month. Clerk to 
inform Hunton Parish Council.

It was noted that the Web Site was bringing in more queries from residents and that the 
Questionaire flagged up residents interest in increasing paths and walk ways.
