Skate Board Park Presentation:  Daniel Hutchinson and James Mosby gave a presentation on the reasons why Bedale Skate Park should be upgraded. The existing park is dangerous when wet and 20 years old.  Approximately 15 to 20 young people from Aiskew would use the park, a new park would fit in the existing plot and the request is for one the same as Easingwold.  The Council was impressed with the presentation and it was decided that a working party would be formed in collaboration with Bedale Town Council to look into ways which this could be taken forward.

Public questions:  A member of the public reminded the Council that the Parish meeting includes Leeming Bar as well as Aiskew.  This was noted.

The Minutes of the last council meeting were agreed by all Councillors present and 
signed by the Chairman.

Police Report:  The problem of overnight parking of lorries in Coneygarth Way is being 
monitored.  The rest of the report was noted.

County Council Report:  A consultation is taking place by the Police Commissioner with options to improve collaboration between the Fire and Police Services.  The consultation ends in September.  

New grants up to £5,000 are available through your County Councillor.

Hambleton District Council Report: Making a Difference Grants of £2,500 to £20,000 are available from HDC.  Applications to Peter Cole at HDC and the deadline is the 30 September 2017.

The possibility of a cycle track along side the railway was brought up.  It was requested that the District Councillor present would take this proposal to HDC.  This was agreed.

Leeming Bar Residents Association:  Thanks was given to the Parish Council for the donation to the Carriage project. This is being taken forward into a charitable status and it is requested that a representative from the Parish Council join the board. This will be an item for discussion on the next agenda. The Report was circulated.

Clerk’s Report:  The Community Governance Review is complete and Bedale Town 
Council and Aiskew & Leeming Bar Parish Council will remain as they are.

Council with Leeming Bar Ward to Aiskew & Leeeming Bar Parish Council.  HDC Legal 
Department has been contacted on this matter and it is suggested that the resident be 
asked their opinion on this.  It was decided to put this on the Parish Web Site and 
Notice Boards.  Councillor Asquith to action.
