Public questions:   A question was raised regarding the need to advertise for a new Leeming Bar Parish Councillor.  It was suggested that this be put on Facebook and this was agreed by the Council.  Councillors Kennedy and Asquith will action.

Apologies and declaration of interest:  Councillors Sutcliffe, Marr and Les. District 
Councillor Barningham and County Councillor Weighell.

The Minutes of the meeting held on 25 October 2017 were agreed by all present and 

signed by the Chairman after an amendment to Item 5.
4.        County Council Report:  County Councillor Wilkinson informed the Council that the 

lights for the Zebra crossing would not be fitted until next year so it has been suggested


that temporary lights be erected in the play park at the side of the crossing.  Light No 26 
opposite the school is also out and this will be rectified by the Contractor. Special lights 
have been ordered for the Zebra Crossing as it is near to the school. 

It was also reported that the 30mph signs on the relief road north of Catterick are to be 
taken down except for round the compound area.

Hambleton District Council Report: Cllr Noone attended the HDC Parish Liaison Meeting and reminded Council of the new Parish Portal.  He also thanked the Council for their donation to Bedale Bonfire which he said was the best ever.

 Leeming Bar Residents Association:  Report circulated and noted.

Reports:  Councillor Redman attended the Parish Liaison Meeting and informed the 
Council that the precept and Community Led  Housing was discussed.  An interesting 
talk was given on shale gas extraction.


Councillor Asquith reported on the Burial Board.  The safety of some grave stones were 
still causing concern.  The new Clerk to the Burial Board is called Michelle Horton Perry.

Councillor Kennedy informed the Council that the old milestone had been found. A 
Resident offered to dig it up for cleaning and re-instating.  After discussion the Council 
thanked the Resident but decided to look into this further and put it on the next Agenda.

Clerk’s Report:  The Clerk reported that NYCC Highways had informed the Council 
that the railings on Aiskew Bank are safe to paint.  As this work has previously been 
agreed by the Council it was decided by all to arrange for a painter to carry out the 
work.

Park, Northallerton DL7 9EE.


Correspondence was received from a Resident in Leeming Lane regarding the Zebra 
Crossing and the lack of lights which was causing a hazard for children.  

This is addressed under Highways.

Highways:  The unfinished Zebra Crossing and lack of lighting in Leeming Lane was 
discussed.  NYCC Highways suggest that temporary lights be installed in the play park 
at the side of the crossing and this was 
agreed by all members present. Clerk to 
contact Highways and County Councillor Wilkinson will liaise.

The Council has been informed that there is no lighting in Leeming Lane.  It was agreed 
that HDC be informed.  Clerk to action.

The problem with lorries parking in Coneygarth Way was discussed and it was 
decided that the Police and Highways be contacted again for an update. Clerk to 
action.

A visual display sign has been requested for Bedale Road.  The Clerk informed the Council that this could be installed by NYCC Highways at a cost of £500.  It was agreed to go ahead with this.  Councillor Pocklington will liaise with Highways on the positioning of the sign.  Clerk to action.

Leeming Bar has been dismissed.
