1. Police Report

1. Proctors Pre-Planning Information
The meeting was address by the owners of Proctors Coaches regarding their future plans to consolidate their business premises on to one site at Leases Farm near to the Truck Stop. 
Councillors were informed of the following
· 4 present sites
· 65 vehicles
· 100 employees
At present they have 4 sites around the Leeming Bar industrial estate and a small area on Leases Farm. The plan was to develop the Farm site (6 acres) to accommodate all of the vehicles. This would help with noise in the village and should not affect traffic. Councillors were shown plans that are being submitted.

Question: Have you talked to Highways about your proposal?
Answer: Yes and they advised this meeting to make the parish aware.

The consensus of opinion was that there was no real impact from the present status and the parish was happy to support local business especially moving vehicles south of the village.

Plus there would also be an increase to their annual payment to cover the cost of the water used.
