	Public Question Time Notes:  
The Chairman introduced himself to public and thanked the HUB for use of the facilities. The open question time started prompt at 7pm.

Question:
1) In respect of the planning application for 50 new truck places on we are having serious problems already around Roughly Bank. There is a serious traffic problem with trucks parking on the bank and we are not able to see traffic to come out of the drive. The noise is horrendous and is constant day and night. We were originally told that the Council would block off one end of the bank so that it could not be used by the trucks the way it is being used. Can you let us know what we can do and what the parish thoughts are on this matter?
 
Answer:
1) Thank you for raising this matter and all the points made are valid. We have for some time in conjunction with Hambleton District Council and the Police, been trying to stop HGV parking in that area and should be on the allocated truck stop area. I am sure you are aware of the new Public Space Protection Order that is being ratified at the moment. We had considered suggesting double yellow lines but we don’t think that will help.
A suggestion was made that the parish should contact Highways Area2 and ask for the back stop on the bank as was on the original plans to alleviate some of the problems.
(Cllr AW requested to be copied into this action).

Question:
2) In respect of the new housing development site in Aiskew is the Parish aware that work had started on the site without the Asbestos having been removed first which is a legal requirement? The other issue also is the reduction in affordable housing?

Answer:
2) The Chair had seen workmen clearing some vegetation and was also worried about some trees being taken out which they are not supposed to do. We will contact Environmental Health and Planning to ensure they are complying with regulations.

	Matters Arising / Action from last meeting not on this agenda. 
The Clerk provided Councillors with an Action Plan for all items raised from the previous meeting.

Items not on the agenda:
1) Highways – Street lamp
The Street lamp is not repairable and a suggestion from Cllr MB was that the parish retains the lamp for historic reasons and place it in a suitable position within the parish boundary. The discussion was about its present position and if that was possible. No decision was made.

2) Parking on The Potland, Leeming Bar
The Clerk and Cllr JK reported on the actions from Broadacres. There have been a number of proposals but nothing was concrete. Highways have now confirmed that they are responsible for the road and regular meeting with Broadacres do take place. A suggestion was that the parish request the minutes from those meetings until such time that the issues have been resolved.

Action: Clerk to contact Highways / Broadacres to request minutes on their regular meetings regarding this issue.

3) Grit Bins
The Clerk stated that she had contacted Highways Area 2 about the Grit Bins and had provide both a detailed map with an indicators where the Bins where to be located and also a Grid Reference. Area 2 had stated this was not sufficient and that the parish needs to take photographic evidence of where the Bins are to be located. The parish was also advised also that a present the authority did not have any Bins in stock and they are not expected until next winter.

Action: Clerk to take the photos and send to Area2, along with the views from the parish that it is not happy about the method and delay caused to residents being without the Grit Bins that were being purchased privately for residents this winter.

	External Sector Reports
1) Police Report 
Unfortunately an Officer could not attend this month but had sent a report for Councillors prior to the meeting. No Comments

2) District Council Report
Cllr MB reported that the Council Tax has been set and will rise this year in line with the last three years. The standard increase is approx. £5.
The Public Space Protection Order has been to Full Council to be ratified with signs and enforcement action to commence in the near future.

3) County Council Report
Cllr AW stated that she had been busy setting budgets with front line services. A number of initiatives by the County were advised at the meeting. Details in full are available via the NYCC Website.

The Chair commented on the report of the open space initiative by Bedale Town Council that was currently in the news. A councillor advised that this was from the CIL money and how Bedale had obtained that funding.  A suggestion was made that the parish may be able to get funding from CIL money for a community project like a Community Centre that the parish has been considering.
