	9. 
	Road Safety
Jon Hunter the Traffic Management Officer attended the meeting. The meeting were informed of Jon’s role and the area that he worked including the Police Camera Vans and Cycles.

There had been a number of questions sent to the Road Safety Office and the meeting was advised of those answers provided below:

	Road Safety Concerns
Q 1. Speed of traffic on Leeming Lane especially passed the primary school.
A 1.  We have had a number of camera vans and bikes in that area. You could request a speed survey outside the school from Highways to check if than is the best way forward.

Q 2. Traffic not stopping at either of the crossings in the village. One thing I have noticed is there is no signage from Northallerton telling motorists there is a crossing round the corner.
A 2.   I will arrange for the Traffic light to be monitored to try and ascertain if there is a problem.

Q 3. Request for a 20 mph limit outside the school.
A 3    This can be requested for consideration by the Highways.
          Recommend that you send this to Highways and you can log me into the response. 

Q 4. Request for crossing on Northallerton Road.
A 4    This may be considered by Highways near to the Bus stop but not near to the roundabout.

Q 5. Cars parking in Grange Avenue to drop their kids off for school buses one residents says they have spoken to the police as they struggle to access their drive and in their words was told they can do nothing.
A 5    Unfortunately there is nothing we can do about residents stopping their cars to drop of passengers unless they are contravening any road traffic act.

Q 6. A resident has requested a way of controlling traffic that is speeding entering village from Bedale. They suggested rumble strips on road.
A 6    These are not recommended in a village as they do cause a lot of vibration noise within nearby houses.

Q 7. Wagons entering Leases Road from Northallerton Road. There is a weight restriction on this road. Again I have reported this several times that there is no signage on the roundabout at the start of the relief road to guide wagons to use the relief road to get to the industrial estate. I have reported it on the portal and at previous meetings. People say the signage at the end of the industrial estate is misleading because it says weight restriction Leeming village. Plus a 30mph sign from the roundabout outside the village to ensure traffic slows down through the village. 
A 7      I understand that some new signs are being completed and they are for on the roundabout. In respect of 30mph limit you can request this for consideration by Highways.
