2. UCI Race – 25th September 2019
The Chair welcomed Lisa Wilson to the meeting to inform the parish about the world men’s time cycle race going from Northallerton to Harrogate which will go through Leeming Bar and Aiskew.
Councillor were advised that this was a prestigious event and had not been held in England since 1982. The World Championship would take place from 21st Sept – 29th Sept with the race effecting our villages on Wednesday 25th Sept. The race was a time trial and not like the Tour de Yorkshire where all the riders went through together but they would go through at intervals. The start is from Northallerton and likely to reach us from around 1.15pm. The roads will be closed from11am –4.15pm.There will be crossing points but residents need to be aware that roads will be fully closed. Information is available on the Yorkshire Website with maps and crossing points. Parishes doing events or putting up bunting can apply for a grant of up to £500 from Hambleton DC. Communication to residents is paramount.
