	Public Session
The Chair opened the public session to questions from residents:
Q1) Are the parish council aware of the Housing Survey that has been distributed in Leeming Bar and has it also gone to Aiskew? Can the parish advise on if it was parish or District initiative or who has sent this round because it has caused considerable concern in the village?

A1) The Survey is nothing to do with the parish and Cllr MB also stated it had nothing to do with Hambleton District Council. Cllr SC stated he had managed to track down the company it originated from and it was not a public requirement to complete it. The Chair stated it was a concern that this type of junk mail was being sent. 

Action: Clerk to get the address of the company and sent a letter stating if this type of survey was sent out again it would be polite to inform the parish council who have being receiving a number of calls regarding it.

Q2) The current status and lack of action that is being implemented by the PSPO? The number of trucks has not decline and there does not appear to be any fines so was / is this a waste of resident’s council tax money? This scheme is very disappointing and do we have statistics about what it cost?

A2) The Police and Cllr MB both stated that the first offence is a warning and any repeat offences are fines. At present there are very few second offenders. There was a discussion about the use of this scheme and also the value to residents as they are still having trucks parked up and human waste being dumped on their streets. The Chair stated that after two years now surely the time was the time to give immediate fines.

1. Police Report
A report had been forward to everyone prior to the meeting. .There were no questions but the police did want to remind residents about various fraudulent schemes that are going around the local villages.

2. District Council Report. 
Cllr MB reported on the following:
1. Reminded the meeting about them promoting Tourism and Business on their Website this is showing what is open within Hambleton DC.

2. The Treadmill project has raised £1.4M profit last year which has helped HDC to keep residents Council Tax down.

3. Community Rights Bids – These can be registered at HDC allowing time for community projects to raise funds to purchase the property.

3. County Council Report
1. Launch of NY Highways 
From 1st June Highway Services will be provided by NY Highways, a company created by the County Council but operating as a private business. Over 200 members of staff across eight main depots successfully transferring over from external contractor Ringway. 
State-of-the-art safety measures to protect the public and workforce are at the forefront as a new fleet of highways maintenance vehicles takes to North Yorkshire’s network of almost 5,800 miles of roads. 

2. New investment in Special Educational Needs and Disabilities
NYCC have invested £723,000 to fit specialist facilities, indoor and outdoor play and sensory equipment, calm rooms and a forest school set among trees within the grounds of Mowbray School, Ripon, formerly Moorside Infant School.  The new satellite special school is part of NYCC’s strategic plan for Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND) in North Yorkshire, developing more local provision for children and young people with SEND.  This enables them to remain in their own communities and families don’t have to travel out of the county to get the specialist education they need.

3. Investment and commitment sees A19 reopening brought forward
Despite the complexity of the work and time lost in the aftermath of storms early this year, NYCC has pulled out all the stops to complete the rebuilding of the A19 at Chapel Haddlesey.  As a result, this vital link for businesses and residents is now on schedule to reopen on Monday, 21st June.

4. Pride Month
June marks the start of Pride Month. 
In June 1969, the Stonewall Riots started in New York City, a pinnacle moment in the history of the fight for LGBT+ rights.  A year later, to mark its anniversary, the first Gay Pride marches were held across the United States; this later led to the creation of the annual Pride Month to celebrate the LGBT+ community, and continue the fight for equality for LGBT+ people and communities across the world. 
The rainbow flag is flying high over County Hall, Northallerton, to mark Pride Month. Lots of pride events are taking place across the County. This month is another opportunity to celebrate the diversity within our communities. 

5. Businesses reassure cautious customers
Now that shops and the hospitality industry have re-opened their doors, it’s important that people feel safe when they start to go out again. Barkers Department Store in Northallerton and The Magpie Café in Whitby are going above and beyond to make their customers feel safe, and have an enjoyable experience.  We’ve been supporting businesses to tell their stories as part of our work to help the local economy recover from Covid.  Read more about how these two iconic North Yorkshire businesses are pulling out all the stops to welcome customers back on the NYCC website. 

6. North Yorkshire’s town centres benefit from WI-FI switch on
Free public access WI-FI has been switched on in Northallerton and Leyburn. Town centre WI-FI is an opportunity to draw people back to local town centres and aims to promote local shops and services, creating a different town centre experience. Part of the £3million investment awarded by the York and North Yorkshire Local Enterprise Partnership as part of its allocation from the government’s Getting Building Fund.
North Yorkshire County Council will roll-out the scheme in 16 market towns across the county, helping people to access local and national public services and economic opportunities

7. Celebrated Team North Yorkshire through volunteers’ week 1-7 June
The last 15 months have been really challenging for many people in lots of different ways, but in North Yorkshire, we can thank our incredible volunteers for helping to minimise the impact of Covid. We absolutely would not be where we are now on the roadmap out of Covid restrictions without people volunteering. We thank the volunteers who have kept people safe and well during the pandemic, supported the vaccination programme and helped to keep vital council services going. 12. Loneliness Awareness Week from June 14-18, a national campaign hosted by the Marmalade Trust to get people talking about loneliness. 13. An on-demand bus service that allows users to choose when and where they want to travel, will be piloted in the Ripon, Bedale and Masham area from July 1st. YorBus will be run by North Yorkshire County Council and will allow users to book via a dedicated app, which will be available to download from June 28th. The app has been created by Via, the leader in TransitTech.
YorBus is a demand responsive transport (DRT) service that allows passengers to book a ride on-demand, anywhere within operating area. 
Once a desired pickup and drop-off location has been selected, riders will be directed to a nearby bus stop for quick and efficient pooled rides that reduce detours and also carbon emissions.
[bookmark: _gjdgxs]YorBus will complement and extend the existing public transport network in the region. The mobile app allows passengers to plan and track their bus journey. It also enables them to track the bus while waiting for its arrival and to track how the journey is going while on the bus.
The service will run from 6.55am to 6pm on weekdays and 9am-6pm on Saturdays.  There will be a flat fare for using the service; £1.20 for adults and 65p for children between the ages of 5-17. Customers can choose to pay through the app or on the bus. Children under 5 can travel for free and concessionary bus passes can be used on the service, subject to existing Terms and Conditions. In addition, YorBus is fully accessible, with low floor access and a ramp access for users of wheelchairs, pushchairs and those with mobility difficulties. To promote the launch of YorBus, North Yorkshire County Council are running roadshows to speak to residents about the service, stopping off at the following locations:
